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What happened in 1970?  Major News Stories include Concorde first supersonic flight, Jumbo Jet 

goes into service, Isle of Wight Festival, Chicago Seven found guilty, Aswan High Dam completed, 

US and the UK lowers the voting age to 18, 100,000 demonstrate in Washington DC against the 

Vietnam War, First Earth Day, Beatles disband, and Sharon Garone started her career as a court 

reporter. 

In September 1970, while still in school, Sharon filled in for Joan Templeton, official reporter for 

Judge Jacobucci.  As a young student on her first assignment, Sharon recalls, òShaking from the 

inside out.ò 

Moving on from there, Sharon was hired as a reporter in Municipal Court in Lakewood, Colorado 

for Judge Fairchild.  In addition to her reporting hearings in the courtroom, her duties included 

answering the telephone and assisting the public who came into the courthouse to pay fines.   

Sharon has fond memories of the cases she reported in municipal court, which included ñshoplifting cases like crazyò 

and the sting operations the police department enforced on the local massage parlors on West Colfax. 

Then along came the opportunity she was waiting for, Sharon was hired as an official reporter in Boulder County.  Her 

first assignment was from 1971 to 1975 with Judge Gardner in County Court.  She spent the majority of her career with 

Judge Dana from 1975 to 2000 in Boulder District Court, along the way attaining her CSR certification.   

After a few months with Judge Dubofsky, Sharon left Boulder District Court and retired in 2001. 

But Sharon wasnôt finished yet!  She became a fill-in reporter in Adams County District Court for the next year.  In 

2002, Sharon applied for and was hired as the official reporter for Judge Delgado in a job-share status with reporter 

and colleague Deni Nichols until 2007. 

2007 to present, youôll find Sharon working in the reporting pool in Adams County, specializing in the Juvenile 

Division. 

Sharonôs  most famous trial while working in Boulder was teaming up with Theresa Binns and Dawn Khioda reporting  

the Jon Benet Ramsey grand jury hearings.  The transcripts were ordered expedited and turned around in two to three 

days.  All transcripts were written to paper and typed by typewriter.  When asked about the Ramsey case, Sharon 

replied, ñSorry, itôs secret.  Itôs grand jury.ò
